	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”)
· Dress up as a pirate and welcome students “on board” the ship.
· Write the name of my pirate character on the whiteboard “Bluebeard” and ask the students what Bluebeard’s character could be. (Give a few examples, is he sad, angry, happy) 
· Write the students examples on the board and then give them the character traits that I thought of for the character (his name is Bluebeard because he’s sad that he can’t swim)
· Tell the students they will be coming up with their own characters and introducing them in a few sentences (remind them to include setting from Nela’s presentation in their drawing and in their sentences. Capitals and periods and that their characters name will be capitalized). Remind the students that they can’t move onto the drawing until an Editor reviews their words.

	
· Listen to the teachers greeting. 


· Give examples of potential character traits for the pirate 



· Watch the teacher’s instructions.

	Body:

   -  Walk around the room and help         students brainstorm ideas and check student spelling/neatness/proper punctuation 
    - Make sure every student has their sentences done before they transition to drawing. 
     - Explain that early finishers can share with their classmates. 
	
· Introduce their character in 2 -3 sentences, making sure to include traits and setting. 
· Draw a picture of their character depicting the traits they chose and the setting the character is in.  
· Early finishers can share their drawings with their classmates.

	Closure:
· Explain that students who have completely finished can work on their spelling words.
